About CWM
Established in 1977 out of the former London Missionary Society, the Council for World Mission (CWM) is today a worldwide partnership of 31 churches in mission representing 15 million Christian believers spanning six regions across the globe. CWM is currently undergoing its most far-reaching change since its inception, with a new focus on people, addressing critical issues anew and at the same time relocating its Secretariat from London to Singapore.

The role of Regional Secretary
The newly created position of Regional Secretary is a critical part of this new global framework.  The Auckland based position will have a direct accountability to the Singapore based General Secretary, with its day to day functions supported by a regional support and advisory group. 

As this is a new role, initial work for the regional secretary will focus on establishing the routine and activities of the office, employing the appropriate assistance, organising meeting routines and establishing a comprehensive strategic and business plan which will guide the work of the office and the region over the initial year of operations. 

Any applicant for this role needs to be comfortable with working through this process from a start up phase to a position where the regional offices comes to play its full role in fulfilling the objectives of CWM’s new global strategic plan.
